	Note 1– Are all universal waste containers: 

· Labeled with the words Universal Waste-Lamps; Universal Waste-Batteries, etc.;

· Closed except when material is being added to the container;

· Compatible with the materials being stored;

· In good condition and not leaking; and

· Shipped off-site within in one year of being generated.
	Note 2 – Are all hazardous waste satellite containers: 

· Labeled with the words “hazardous waste”;

· Closed except when material is being added to the container;

· Compatible with the materials being stored;

· Approved for storage of hazardous materials;

· In  good condition and not leaking; and 

· Immediately dated when full and moved to the central waste accumulation area within 24-hours.
	Note 3 – Is emergency contact information posted?

Are a spill kit and fire extinguisher readily accessible and properly maintained?

Are all containers in the Central Waste Accumulation Area: 

· Properly labeled (“Hazardous Waste”, Universal Waste, Used Oil”, “Non-Hazardous Waste”, etc.)

· Labeled with an accumulation start date;

· Closed except when material is being added to the container;

· Compatible with the materials being stored;

· Approved for storage of hazardous materials;

· In good condition; and 

· Not leaking.

	Note 4– If an accumulation container is on-site for more than 90 days, it must be reported to Management to ensure a shipment is being scheduled.  All hazardous waste containers must be shipped off-site within 90 days (180 days for small quantity generators) of the accumulation start date.
